Central Florida Chapter ABC invites you to enter your best projects in this year’s Excellence in Construction Awards competition.  Join the ranks of hundreds of merit shop construction companies recognized as the best in the construction industry.
Program Overview

The purpose of the ABC Excellence in Construction Awards competition is to recognize the outstanding projects built by the General Contractor and Craft Trade Contractor members of ABC.  Such recognition will bring about a greater community and industry awareness of the quality and craftsmanship of work produced by merit shop contractors and their employees.

Eligibility Requirements

If you are a Central Florida ABC member general contractor or subcontractor, you are eligible to compete.  Joint ventures are eligible if one firm is an ABC member.  Entries must originate from a current ABC member.  Questions concerning eligibility should be directed to the Director of Member Services at ABC.

Completion Date
The project entered must be completed (e.g., Certificate of Occupancy issued) between May 1, 2011 and May 15, 2012. Projects that won ABC awards in previous years are not eligible except in the case of substantial renovation or additions.

	Excellence in Construction Award Categories


Eagle Awards - Only one first place Eagle Award will be presented for each category.   Eagle Award winners will be invited to participate in a formal presentation of their awards on stage at the Awards Banquet.  
Awards of Merit - Construction projects earning the minimum number of points set by the EIC committee will be eligible for a Merit Award.  Merit Award winners are listed in the annual EIC magazine.

Special Awards

Subcontractor Award of Excellence – The highest scoring project will be presented this special award at the awards banquet.  Winner is announced at the Awards Banquet.
Excellence in Marketing Award – One individual, who is responsible for developing award entry book, will be chosen to receive this award of recognition for their outstanding presentation.  Winner is announced at the Awards Banquet.
Free Enterprise – Two awards will be given – one to a GC and one to a subcontractor for the largest number of CFC ABC members (subcontractors, suppliers and associate members) working directly on a project.

Project of the Year - A single project submitted by a general contractor which best exemplifies the contributions of quality construction to Central Florida will be chosen as the Project of the Year.  This project will be announced at the Awards Banquet.  Subcontractors who participated on this project will be highlighted in the multi-media presentation at the banquet.
Other Special Awards – Special awards may be given at the discretion of the judges and EIC Awards Committee.

Special recognition for Project sustainability in awards magazine.  See attached form for participation.

Awards Banquet

Eagle award winners will be invited to participate in a formal presentation of their awards at the ABC Excellence in Construction Awards Banquet to be held in October 2012.  Both Eagle and Award of merit winners will be highlighted in the annual edition of the Excellence in Construction Awards magazine distributed at the awards banquet and to the Central Florida community. 

National Excellence in Construction Awards
Eagle and Award of Merit winning projects will be eligible to be entered in the National ABC Excellence in Construction competition.  Any project with a safety related fatality is ineligible for National EIC Awards.  

	Project Judging


Judging of Projects/ Project Visit
Projects will be visited on a Wednesday or Friday in mid June 2012.  Contractor submitting entry must make arrangements with site for entry of the project, including all areas of work submitted.  A representative from your company should meet the team of judges at the project to give them a tour and show highlights of the project. 

Projects that are more than 60 miles from the ABC office will not be scheduled for a visit.  If for any reason we will be unable to visit your project (security, distance, etc), you will be offered the opportunity to do a presentation (up to 30 minutes) for the team of judges at the ABC office on the same day as your category is judged.
Project Scoring
Projects will be judged on the same criteria (criteria and point value of each area are available on request or on our website: www.abccentralflorida.com).   Judging criteria includes jobsite and project conditions, difficulty of installation, complexity, project coordination, skin of building, mechanical, electrical, plumbing, fire protection, interior finishes, safety and quality of finished product.  Projects with concealed workmanship or not available to be inspected will be judged from descriptions, testimony, and photographs.  The winners will be announced in advance of the Awards Banquet.
