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January 1st 2004 W/C Exemption Rule Guideline Sheet

As of January 1st 2004 all current exemptions for corporations, sole proprietors and partners of a partnership engaged in the construction industry will be invalid. Only officers of a corporation, who own at least 10% of the stock, will be eligible for re-issuance and exemptions. The following is a guideline to be used when dealing with sub-contractors. 

On or after January 1st, 2004

If a Sole Proprietor or Partnership wishes to take advantage of exemptions they must change to become a corporation. There are many aspects to be considered, and it should not be undertaken without consulting their attorney and accountant at a minimum. 

If a corporation comes to you with a current exemption that has not been re-issued it is valid until December 31st, 2003. To be valid as of January 1st, 2004 it must be re-issued by Florida Department of Financial Services. A form entitled “Re-issuance of notice of election to be exempt” can be used to extend current exemption. Forms must be postmarked by November 30th, 2003 to be re-issued by January 1st.
